Below is some 
information sent to all schools from the 
department. Please take the time to read it. 
Questions and concerns about swine flu:  
Concerns about swine flu should be referred to 
any of the following: 
Call the Swine Influenza Hotline Tel. 1800 
2007 ï for the general public and people 
returning from the Americas with flu-like 
symptoms  
Call Nurse -on-Call  Tel. 1300 606 024 ï for 
expert health information and advice (24 hours, 7 
days) 
Call your doctor (GP) ï if you have an influenza-
like illness (fever, cough and fatigue) and have 
travelled to Mexico or California, Arizona, New 
Mexico or Texas in the past seven days.  
Call your local hospital  ï if you have 
pneumonia and have travelled to Mexico or 
California, Arizona, New Mexico or Texas in the 
past seven days.

Usual care:  
Standard good general health hygiene practices 
should be in place as per usual care.   
If anyone is unwell, they should seek medical 
attention and avoid public places and close 
contact with others. 
It is not expected the Australian seasonal 
influenza vaccine will provide protection against 
this new strain of influenza virus, however 
standard flu vaccine recommendations should 
still be encouraged.  
Action:  
At this point in time there are no specific 
measures necessary for swine flu. 
All questions and concerns about swine flu 
should be directed to the resources outlined 
above. The Department will continue to monitor 
the situation and will provide further advice as 
additional information becomes available.
