School Facilities: 
Work on the new classrooms is proceeding 
according to plan. Finally we are beginning to 
get a glimpse of the finished product. This 
week the plastering starts to be soon followed 
by painting and finishing off. 

 

Our school has been very fortunate to also 
receive an additional $150,000.00 from the 
Federal Government for more work. Mr 
Raghdo‟s classroom and the staffroom will be 
extended in a similar fashion to those rooms 
currently under construction. We are hoping 
the money goes far enough to provide some 
outdoor decking to classrooms and the 
staffroom as well. 

 

Finally I have been working closely with 
Regional staff in order to gain funding for a 
new Multi Purpose/Performing Arts building 
which will also be funded by the 
Commonwealth Government. We have 
reached agreement with Bayside Altona North 
and the Western Metropolitan Region for a full 
sized indoor facility with Performing Arts stage 
and community rooms. We now need to wait 
for State and then Federal approval.

A SUNSMART MESSAGE FROM THE 
CANCER COUNCIL OF VICTORIA.   

ñFrom May, put the sun hats away.ò 
 

Autumn leaves are falling and so are Victoria‟s UV 
levels - so now is the time to think about your sun 
exposure and vitamin D levels over winter. 
 

To get enough vitamin D during the winter months, it is 
recommended that faces, arms and hands (or 
equivalent area of skin) are exposed to the sun for two 
to three hours over the week. Adults and children with 
naturally very dark skin may need three to six times 
these exposure times. So over the winter months, for 
healthy bone development in children, put sun hats 
and sunscreen away.
