SOCIAL _SERVICE: TASSIE DEVIL FACIAL

BEFORE & AFTER CARE; A final chance for

TUMOUR DISEASE. It has been brought to our
attention by Max Cameron (one of our senior
students) that the existence of the Tasmanian Devil is
in jeopardy due to Devil facial Tumour Disease.
Research is currently taking place to try and find how
this can be stopped and hence save the Tasmanian
Devil.

The following information has been given to us by Max
and fundraising for this cause will take place next
week.

DEVIL FACIAL TUMOUR DISEASE

Devil Facial Tumour Disease describes a horrific and
fatal condition in the Tasmanian Devil population. The
tumours are first noticed in and around the mouth as
small lumps. These develop into large tumours
around the face and neck and then can spread to
other parts of the body. The disease is passed from
devil to devil through biting. Devil Facial Tumour
Disease affects mainly adults. Infected animals die
within  months of the tumours first appearing. Devil
Facial Tumour Disease was first noticed in 1996 in the
north-east of Tasmania. By December 2008 the
disease had spread to 64 locations across more than
60% of Tasmania. There has been a 70% decline in
average sightings across Tasmania since the disease
emerged. In the north-east region, there has been an
estimated 95% decline of average spotlighting
sightings. The proportion of animals displaying signs
of the disease at any one site has reached up to 83%
of trapped adults. New cases occur in areas where
the disease had not previously been recorded as the
disease front moves westwards. There is strong
concern that, if the devil population continues to
diminish, while fox numbers increase, it may be
difficult for the devils to recover.

Fundraising will take place next week, with Max and
other volunteers stationed outside the canteen at
recess and lunch with collection tins to raise money for
this cause. If students have any spare change and
would like to make a donation this would be greatly
appreciated.
