
 

your child. Please make sure that we have your up-
to-date contact details. 
It should be remembered, however, that the virus 
has so far been mild and can be compared to our 
normal winter flu.  
Good general hygiene remains the best defence 
against the flu and families should continue to 
ensure children regularly washing their hands and 
cover their nose and mouth if sneezing and 
coughing. This practice is being reinforced with 
your children while at school. If you have any 
specific concerns:

Call Nurse-on-Call on 1300 606 024 – for expert 
health information (freecall 24 hours, 7 days)   Visit 
your doctor (GP) – if you have an influenza-like 
illness (fever, cough and fatigue).  The Department 
of Human Services is also continuing to ask 
parents of children returning from USA, Canada, 
Japan, Mexico and Panama to voluntarily keep 
their children home for seven (7) days from arrival 
back in Australia. This is a further precautionary 
measure to assist in managing the further spread 
of the virus.   
It is also critically important for families to keep the 
school up to date should there be verified 
knowledge of cases in the family. 
A good example is: if you are travelling overseas 
please inform the front office and also follow 
the Government’s recommendation of home 
quarantine on your return. 
Parents, staff and students are all acutely aware of 
the current situation in Australia with respect to the 
Swine Flu. The School Administration, the 
Department of Education and Early Childhood 
Development along with the Department of Human 
Services all have very strict procedures in place to 
address any concerns regarding cases of the flu.  
We fully appreciate the concern everyone has in 
this situation and also recommend that you call the 
Swine Flu Hotline on 180 2007 should you have an 
further enquiries. 
Please take the time to read the poster from the 
health department which is on display around the 
school. 
In line with the Departments guidelines:  
INTERSCHOOL SPORT has been cancelled this 
week. This is a precautionary measure designed to 
prevent the ‘possible spread’ of the Swine Flu 
between school communities.

A FRIENDLY REMINDER: Please remember that 
Parents / Care Givers are not to enter the corridors 
or classrooms to collect children without first 
visiting the front office. If you cannot find your child 
in the yard after the bell has rung please go to the 
office and we will make an announcement over the 
PA if necessary. 
H1N1 Influenza (Human Swine Flu): As you 
would be aware, Victoria is now in a modified 
‘sustain’ phase of its plan to manage the impact of 
H1N1 Influenza (Human Swine Flu) in our 
community. 
This means that only children confirmed by a 
doctor as having the virus will be quarantined. 
Those sharing a house with a confirmed case will 
not be required to enter quarantine, unless they too 
are confirmed as having the virus. 
Classes who may have been in contact with a 
confirmed case will no longer be quarantined, and 
schools will no longer be partially or fully closed.  
Students who are feeling unwell should remain at 
home and not attend school. Students and families 
with flu-like symptoms are advised to seek medical 
attention and limit their contact with others. 
If your child becomes ill at school, we will contact 
you immediately and ask you to arrange to collect

HEADLICE  
Did you know?  

¶ Head lice do not have wings and therefore 
they cannot fly. They can not jump because 
they do not have knees!  Head lice crawl 
very fast and require head to head contact 
for transmission.  

 

¶ Head lice are not selective - they don’t care 
if hair is long, short, washed this morning or 
last week.  

 

¶ Re-infestation is the least likely reason for 
head lice returning in a week’s time. When 
you treat, it’s easy to miss an egg or two.  

 

¶ No single treatment kills 100% of lice or 
eggs. Head lice eggs take 6-7 days to 
hatch. By treating again in 7 days, you are 
aiming to kill and comb out any head lice 
that have since hatched from eggs which 
were missed in the initial treatment. It is 
important to check each family member, but 
only treat those with live lice.
