H1N1 Influenza 09 update:

Victoria has moved to the ‘Protect’ phase of the
national pandemic plan. This iliness is classified as
‘moderate’, with the majority of cases being mild.

The best defense against all influenza viruses —
including H1IN1 — is good general hygiene. Anyone
with flu-like symptoms should stay at home and
limit close contact with others, especially children,
and seek medical advice, where necessary. On
advice from a doctor, quarantine will be limited to
confirmed cases of the virus. These people and
their contacts will not be given antiviral therapy
unless it is clinically indicated.

Students arriving in Australia from countries of high
prevalence are no longer required to be kept away
from school for seven days following their arrival in
Australia.
