This week we would like to draw your attention
BICYCLE SAFETY :

Students travelling to and from school, as well as at
school, need to be safe. Bicycles, scooters and
skateboards are popular means of transport for
students, but require regulation and management.
Bicycles, scooters and skateboards are also often
involved in serious accidents.

It is well recognised that young children have
underdeveloped motor skills, peripheral vision and
judgement.

ANPS provides safe storage for bicycles ridden to
school by students under the following conditions:

1 Students wear helmets

1 Bicycles are in road worthy condition

i Children under the age of 10 years are
encouraged to ride to school in the company of
an adult.

All parents will be made aware of these school rules
and the safety reasons supporting them through
information newsletters and posters around the school
and school grounds

Students who contravene these requirements, but ride
bicycles to school will have them stored at school and
the parents will be contacted to come to school to pick
them up.

Bikes ridden to school will be stored, by the riders, into
the bike shed with monitors to oversee the storage of
the bikes.

Scooters may be ridden to school by students wearing
helmets, but must be folded and stored inside
classrooms/storerooms. Scooters which are ridden
wi thout hel met s, canot b
motors of any kind are not to be brought into or stored
at school

Skateboards may be ridden to school by students
wearing helmets, but must also be stored in
classrooms/storerooms.

Bicycles, scooters or skateboards cannot be ridden
inside the school grounds at any time.
