This week we received confirmation from  
the Hon Julia Gillard óDeputy Prime 
Ministerô that funding of 3.35 million 
dollars had been approved for Altona 
North Primary.

Australian National Flag Day was 
proclaimed in 1996 to commemorate this event.
