Taking Care of Your Children:  
When you take your children to school, you must drop them off somewhere that is safe. When you pick up your 
children after school, you must pick them up somewhere they will be safe.  

 

Stop your car so your children donôt have to cross the road to get into the car. 

 

If your children have to cross the road to get to your car, go and get them and help them to cross the road 
safely. Teach them to use Childrenôs Crossing, Pedestrian Crossings or Traffic Lights.
